WEAR POINT WIND FARM

As local residents, we are very concerned about the severe visual impact on our waterway that will arise as a result of this proposal now submitted to the County Council as a planning application.

We believe, to date, that too few people appreciate just how massive in scale the four turbines, now proposed at 105 metres high will be, and how many homes will be affected. 

This is not an objection to wind farms in general, which we accept may be necessary.  But it is an objection to this particular proposal because of its unacceptable impact on the locality.

Both Welsh Assembly Government and Pembrokeshire County Council planning policies recognise the need for wind turbines, but both organisations also recognise explicitly that they should not be located where their local impact is too great.

We believe the impact to be too great because:

· It will impact on some degree on all 28,465 people who live within 4km of the proposal.

· It will impact directly on approximately 1,400 homes who view the site direction.

· It will significantly detract from the views of the Waterway enjoyed from some 13 public amenity spaces around the Haven’s towns.

· It will very much reduce the attraction of the Haven for leisure boating and the potential for new jobs and economic development based on such activity.

· It will damage the views from planned new housing at Martello Quay, Pembroke Dock and Wards Yard, Milford Haven.

· By being located on the top of the 40 metre headland directly on the coastline, their visual impact from sea level will be exaggerated, standing in effect 145 metres above sea level and appear much higher than the refinery chimneys set back a distance of 1.5km into the site.

· The applicants admit the potential affect on TV receptions in some 400 homes and;

· The power generated will represented a contribution of only some one hundredth of one percent of national UK electricity - so it cannot be classed as essential to the national interest.

· It will not create any permanent local jobs but will potentially damage prospects for new job creation.

We attach a more detailed note setting out some background to these statements.

We would therefore ask your Council to very carefully consider the size and impact of these proposed turbines and their potential impact on large numbers of your community and ask you to object on our behalf to this proposal.
