The newly elected Chairman invited Emily Sheen (Customer Liaison Officer – PCC Housing Services) to address the meeting on the matter of the future funding of formal and informal tenant groups.

The future funding of formal and informal tenant groups, and how disbursements from the Community Chest will be made

Emily Sheen said that the P&BCA qualified as being a formal tenant group, and as such we would receive an annual grant of £200.00 to cover running costs for the year ahead on the 1st April. Should our running costs exceed £200.00, then we can apply to the Council for extra funding, but we will have to submit a detailed breakdown of the yearly spending for our group. This should include all outgoings such as room hire, insurance, heating and lighting, secretarial expenses, etc. Applications for extra funding should be sent to Emily between 1st January and 31st May, but cost breakdowns received after 31st May can not be paid out that financial year. 
Community Associations can also apply for grants of up to £500.00 for community projects and activities in their area; and up to four such applications per year from the Community Chest fund can be considered.  
Community Associations can also apply for funding for projects carried out under Housing and Community Regeneration schemes. Emily will be pleased to help with more detailed information on H & C Regeneration grants.
Recurrence of vandalism to parked cars around Pennar
PCSO Andrew Griffiths reported that there had recently been an upsurge in vandalism to parked cars along Stranraer Road, Military Road and Cross Park. Windscreens and car widows have been smashed and other damages have been inflicted on long suffering car owners. Andrew went on to say that the police greatly valued the Pennar Youth Club as a useful point of contact with local young people. Another useful point of contact between the police and residents was the Police Forum, which is held in St John’s Community Hall on the first Wednesday of the month at 7.00 p.m. Representatives from the community associations are most welcome.
